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The appetizer party

(NC)—AnN appetizer party celebrates the season with friends or family. It's also a
great way to entertain a group when you are short on seating space and time.
Your friends at Robin Hood have come up with some helpful tips:

= For your menu, select bite-sized appetizers with contrasting colours and
textures, and include a variety of food categories, including meat or poultry, fish
or seafood, cheese, and vegetables or fruit.

= Choose appetizers that you can make ahead. (That includes hot appetizers
that you'll only have to heat and then serve at the last minute.)

= Plan on a few platters of party basics such as vegetables and dip and
cheese and crackers.

= Create a festive atmosphere with holiday serving dishes. Decorate tables with
fun colours and holiday ornaments, etc.

= Place different food platters on tables around the room - to create several
areas where guests can gather. (If possible, set up serving tables so they can be
approached from all sides.)

= Be sure to put accompanying dips or sauces near the appetizer — so guests
aren't searching or unsure.

= Put out dessert appetizers once the party is well under way.

= Remember to put out lots of small plates and cocktail-size napkins too!

How much food do you need? The rule of thumb is 6 different types of
appetizers for gatherings of 8 to 10 people, and 8 or more appetizers for parties
over 20. Also, count 8-10 appetizers per person.
