OMPF Funding
Increase to Chapleau

Mike Brown,
MPP for Algoma-
Manitoulin welcomed
the announcement
today of funding
increases to Chapleau
under the Ontario
Municipal Partnership
Fund.

“This is good
news for Chapleau,”
said Brown. “The
government has
recognized the need to
support our Northern
communities. The
costs of social
programs and police
services can be quite
onerous on Northern
municipalities and the
OMPF includes
targeted funding to
assist Northern
municipalities with
these costs.”

For 2006,
Chapleau will receive
$1,662,707 under the
OMPF, an increase of
$9,707 over the 2005
total.

The OMPF
replaced the
Community
Reinvestment Fund in
2005 as the province's
primary transfer
payment to

municipalities.  In
2006, it will provide
funding to 391
municipalities - or 88
per cent of all
municipalities in the
province. This
program targets
funding to social
program and policing
costs for small
Northern and rural
municipalities.

The Ontario
Municipal Partnership
Fund is made up of
four components:

-A social
programs grant to
reduce the burden of
social programs on the
property tax base of
small, rural and
N orthern
communities;
