on a sample of 100
pebbles. These
pebbles were
measured and
classified under the
Powers’ roundness
scale. Stream velocity
was measured using a
digital velocity meter
and provided the
surveyors with
information that could
be used during stage
two of the project to
improve overall fish
habitat.

The second
stage of this year’s
project involved
manually
manipulating the creek
to improve and

rehabilitate brook
trout habitat. Scott
Finucan a Fisheries
Science Specialist
who specializes in
stream rehabilitation
throughout MNR’s
northeast and the
Southern regions was
able to take the
information collected
in June by the students
and provide
suggestions on how to
improve creek habitat.
Scott conducted a site
visit with District
MNR staff at the Trap
Creek project site to
discuss different types
of structures that
would be beneficial to
creek rehabilitation.

These structures
would be placed in the
creek by the students.
The field
portion of the project
was conducted this
fall. The students
received hands on
training and
experience placing
sweepers, vortex
weirs, wing deflectors,
spawning bed gravel
and lunkers into the
creek. All of these
types of structures are
used to increase
stream velocity,
provide cover and
habitat for fish and fish
food, divert stream
channels, create pools
